A Letter from the Rector

Planting a Few Seeds

Dear Colleagues in Ministry,

On a recent Sunday, parishioner Gary D. planted a seed in the minds of those of us who
were gathered here at St. Barnabas: What if we replaced the church’s incandescent light bulbs
with longer-lasting, low-energy, “green” light bulbs?

Like Gary, I enjoy planting seeds. In my case, I am good at generating ideas—1 have
lots of ideas every day, and once in a while one of them is good! —but I am less skilled at turn-
ing those ideas into actions and results. Thankfully, here at St. Barnabas I work with an effec-
tive bunch of lay leaders who, in addition to generating their own good ideas, can take my
ideas (at least the few good ones!) and help make them reality.

So, following Gary’s good example, I plant the following seeds. Perhaps one or more
will take root and grow in the hearts and minds of St. Barnabas parishioners, who will work
with others to make them real. Or perhaps they will stimulate your imaginations, and you'll
generate ideas even better than mine, and we’ll all work together to make your ideas into real-
ity. Who knows how the Holy Spirit might work?

Today I offer these seeds:

o What if we filled our nave (main church worship space) with colorful banners and art
work of all kinds, all of it created by parishioners of all ages?

] What if we offered Sunday School for all ages, including adults?
o What if we offered free English language tutoring here on campus?
] What if we planted a vegetable garden on our campus? What if we gave the produce to

residents of nearby apartments? What if we used the produce to make community
meals, inviting the whole neighborhood? Or sold it at the farmer’s market, with all pro
ceeds going to outreach projects?

o What if all persons —not only those able to walk up and down steps —were able to
gather around the banquet table (more commonly known as the altar)? What if we were
determined not to segregate people based on physical ability and mobility?

. What if every time someone moved into a house or apartment within, say, a half mile
radius of our campus we brought them a welcome gift, along with an invitation to join
our community?

Does any of these seeds stimulate your imagination? Does any strike you as something
of which you’d like to be a part? Do you have ideas of your own? As always, I'm all ears.
